INFORMACION PARA DARSE DE ALTA CON UN AGENTE ADUANAL EN MEXICO

Para que una empresa Mexicana exporte sus productos exitosamente es importante que su
personal conozca cudles son los elementos clave que inciden en el proceso de exportacién-
importacién. La seccion 1 contiene lo siguiente: listado de documentos requeridos para solicitar
los servicios de una agencia aduanal en México; documentos e informacion requerida por el
agente aduanal mexicano para realizar la exportacion de frutas y verduras a los Estados Unidos.
